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Who Let the Doxies Out
Who Let the Doxies Out is a 12-month art project that will transform the town of Frankfort into a dog-gone destination.  Artist-decorated dachshund models will celebrate the creativity of our local arts community, promote area merchants and businesses, and raise funds for Small Business Development and retail promotions.
Artists’ contributions to Who Let the Doxies Out will increase public awareness of the events and serve as a unique opportunity for artists and individuals to use and showcase their talents for the benefit of the community.  Frankfort Main Street will secure the dog and a $100 honorarium for realizing your design on a fiberglass form of a dog.  The finished dog will grace the town from May to September 2024 when they will be auctioned to benefit the Economic Vitality of Downtown Frankfort, Indiana.
Project Rules & Guidelines:  Who Let the Doxies Out
Artist must submit:

1) Who Let the Doxies Out Artist Agreement, signed by the Artist or Artists, if a collaborative submission, including current address and contact information (phone number and email address), proposed dog title, and description.
2) Assignment of Copyright form, signed by Artist or Artists, if a collaborative submission.  A form assigning copyright of each design to Frankfort Main Street, Inc.  Who Let the Doxies Out planning committee is a required component of the submission package.  No submission will be considered without a completed assignment of copyright form.
The Details

Specifications

The dimensions for each of the dog forms are 12” high x 20” long x 6” wide.  When placed in public, the dogs will be attached to a base or otherwise secured to add stability and deter theft.  The dogs are manufactured using a mixture of Class II Fire Retardant Laminating Resin and chopped roving fiberglass over an initial brushed-on layer of polyester gel coat.  Then several layers of chopped strands matting fiberglass are hand-laid and wetted with the laminating resin to the point of full saturation.  Steel is placed at specific stress points such as where the legs join the torso of standing models and where ears and tails attach to the body.  The artist may alter the basic dog poses, so long as they remain structurally intact.  Full details on the recommended method of altering the dogs will be provided to the artists selected to complete the dogs.  Each dog arrives with a coat of primer applied by the manufacturer.
Artistic Designs
The artist may paint, sculpt, transform, and adorn the dog as he or she wishes, but the structural integrity of the dog must not be compromised, and the feet should not be altered or obstructed. 
Guidelines

Dogs will be placed in areas fully accessible to the public.  Dogs will be placed both indoors and outdoors.  In creating a design, please consider carefully the weather and other elements of nature, including sun, rain, snow, wind, and dirt.  We cannot guarantee whether a given dog can be placed indoors or in a weather-protected location.  Additionally, Who Let the Doxies Out will be an interactive event that allows the public to touch and feel the designs.  As such, designs should be created with durability and public safety concerns in mind.  Although objects may be attached to the dog, the artist should be aware the vandalism can and unfortunately does occur.  Any object added to the dog should be attached in such a way that it cannot be easily removed.  Artists should bear in mind that the audience will be broad-based and of all ages, and designs should be appropriate for public display.  Desings that are religious, political, or sexual in nature will not be accepted.  Additionally, corporate logos, corporate branding or advertising isn’t allowed.  As outlined below, designs will be evaluated by a Review Panel to ensure they conform to these guidelines.  The review panel may reject any design that, in its sole discretion, does not adhere to these guidelines.
Selection Process

Artists may submit up to five designs and will be paid an honorarium for each design selected for production that yields a finished dog approved for exhibition.  Once the application has been submitted it will be reviewed to ensure that the designs conform to the standards outlined above.  Once a Who Let the Doxies Out sponsor has selected an approved design for production, the artist will be notified immediately to arrange for delivery of their dog.  Delivery of the dog may be recorded for incorporation in a documentary being prepared in connection with the project. 
Production of Dogs

Artists will produce their dog in their studios or homes.  You will be responsible for transporting your dog to and from your studio or workspace.  Frankfort Main Street may provide a public space for use by artists and will notify the artists should such a space become available.

Prior to altering the shape of the dog form, you must consult the detailed guidelines, which will be provided to all artists upon selection.

The manufacturer primes the surface of each dog.  Unless you have altered the form or exterior of your dog, you will not need to reapply a primer.  Acrylic paint, artificial resin paint or tow-component paint can be used to paint or spray a design on the dog.  Items may also be attached to the dog; further guidelines will be provided to the artists upon selection.  To complete the artwork, each dog will be finished with automobile grade clear coat.  An exterior grade sealer that is non-reactive, non-toxic, UV-resistant and waterproof is strongly recommended.  This step is critical to the ultimate durability of your dog.  Dogs which are returned unsealed, or which are incorrectly sealed may not be exhibited.  The artist will not be responsible for the installation or removal of the dogs; Frankfort Main Street will manage this process.  Artists should, however, be available for any possible touch-up work that may be required once the exhibit is underway.  If the artist is not available for necessary touch-ups, Frankfort Main Street may ask another artist to perform the work (refer to the copyright assignment agreement).
All dogs will require touch-up and cleaning prior to the auction.  Artists are expected to be available to make these touchups during the weeks preceding the auction.  Before a finished dog is placed on exhibit, the dog must be inspected by a representative of the Review Panel.  If it is determined that an artist’s finished dog has been completed in substantial conformity with the artist’s approved design, the finished dog will be approved, and the artist will receive a $100 honorarium.
Rights/Entitlements

By submitting your application, you confirm that:

1) You are the original creator of your design

2) You have not copied anyone else’s original work

3) Your design does not contain any unauthorized infringement on anyone else’s intellectual property rights (for example, trademark, copyrights, branding, or design patent).

4) To the extent anyone else has contributed to your design, you shall obtain a signed, written agreement from that person assigning all their rights in their contribution to you.
As part of the application process, you must sign the “Copyright Assignment” that accompanies this application.  By signing, dating, and returning the original Copyright Assignment with your application, you are indicating your understanding that you are assigning the entire right, title, and interest to your design to Frankfort Main Street, Inc. and Who Let the Doxies Out, the organizers of the art exhibition.  Please remember to keep a copy of these forms for your records.

If your finished dog is approved for exhibition, you will receive a $100 honorarium.  Frankfort Main Street, Inc. and Who Let the Doxies Out will continue to own the entire rights, title, and interest in your design proposal, accompanying sketches and all derivative works, including the final work completed on the fiberglass dog.  You will be acknowledged as the artist on a plaque affixed at the display location of the dog and in appropriate publications.  However, the copyrights, including the rights to reproduce your design, create copies or reprint your design in books, will be owned by Frankfort Main Street, Inc. and Who Let the Doxies Out.  If your design is not approved or selected for exhibition, Frankfort Main Street, Inc and Who Let the Doxies Out shall assign the entire rights, title, and interest in your design back to you.
What You Need to Do

Send in the following:  completed application form, your proposed design(s) (all designs must be color), a brief statement about yourself and design (statements may be used on the Frankfort Main Street, and Who Let the Doxies Out web site or social media pages or for auction descriptions), the signed Copyright Assignment and your resume by the deadline of September 25, 2023, to:

You must submit an ORIGINAL signed Copyright Assignment as part of your application.  You may also submit photographs, slides or other examples of your past work if desired; however, Frankfort Main Street, Inc is unable to return any materials submitted.  Please restrict all material submitted to no larger than 8.5" x 11” in size.  

Artists may submit up to five designs and will be paid an honorarium for each design selected or production that yields a Finished Dog approved for exhibition.  If you are submitting two designs, they can be submitted together; however, please include an ORIGINAL signed Copyright Assignment for each design proposal.

Timeline

Sponsors and art panel review will begin as soon as the artist’s proposals are submitted.  Frankfort Main Street encourages all artists to submit proposals as soon as possible so that we can assemble a sizeable and diverse portfolio for sponsors to review.

NOW, THEREFORE, for the good and valuable consideration, receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, and intending to be legally bound hereby, Artist hereby assigns to Frankfort Main Street, Inc. all his/her right, title and interested in and to the Design, and to any derivative works based on the Design including but not limited to any rights it may have in the Finished Dog, together with any and all copyright applications and registrations therefore, Artist acknowledges and agrees that, due to the nature of the public display of the Finished Dog, Frankfort Main Street, Inc. shall not be liable for any distortion, mutilation, modification or destruction of the Finished Dog by accident, act of God or person.  Artist hereby waives his/her rights under the Visual Artists Rights Act (“VARA”), 17 U.S.C ‘106A, as against Frankfort Main Street, Inc. in the event of such distortion, mutilation, modification, or destruction.  Artist further acknowledges and agrees that if the Finished Dog is vandalized, damaged, or otherwise modified and the Artist is unable or unwilling to promptly repair such alteration, Frankfort Main Street, Inc. shall have the right to make or have made, such repairs, even if the repairs would constitute a distortion, mutilation or modification under VARA.  Artist hereby waives his/her rights under VARA in the event and to the extent Frankfort Main Street, Inc. deems such repair necessary.  Artist represents to Frankfort Main Street, Inc. that he/she is the sole author of the Designs and that the Design is an original work of authorship which does not infringe upon the copyright rights or any intellectual property rights of others, and that he/she has the unencumbered right to make this agreement.  In the event the Design is not approved or selected for exhibition, as described in the Request for Proposals, Frankfort Main Street, Inc. shall assign (and hereby does assign) back to Artist all it right, titles and interest in and to the Design.
